IF you have not paid already, please bring cash or check to the next meeting on 
6/9/25 at the South Valley's Reno Library at 6:30pm. Joey Miguel will be presenting the next steps in 
Ceramic Coating.  
 
Our next event is brunch at Mimiós Caf® in Reno and then the Veterans Hospital Show and Shine on 
6/14/25. Those interested in attending the brunch, please reach out to Marianne
