Itôs the moment weôve all been waiting forðwho will 

win?

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On October 25th, RMCC members got to watch a private showing of the movie Bullitt in the theater at the 

National Auto Museum. Marianne brought delicious snacks and we wore crazy hats and we had a good time.

A Star Born in Steel and Speed 

When Bullitt hit theaters in 1968, audiences expected Steve McQueen to deliver grit, style, and intensity. What 

they didnôt expect was that his co-star ð a 1968 Ford Mustang GT Fastback ð would steal the spotlight and 

become one of the most iconic cars in cinematic history. Painted in Highland Green and stripped of flashy 

badges, the Mustang embodied understated power, a perfect match for McQueenôs minimalist cool. 

The Chase That Changed Cinema 

The filmôs legendary chase scene through the steep streets of San 

Francisco redefined action filmmaking. For nearly 10 minutes, 

McQueenôs Mustang battled a black Dodge Charger in a ballet of 

speed, smoke, and screeching tires. Unlike modern CGI-heavy 

sequences, this was raw, mechanical authenticity ð the camera shook, 

the engines roared, and the audience felt every jolt. It wasnôt just a 

chase; it was a revolution in how car action was filmed. 

Behind the Wheel 

Two Mustangs were used during production: one for close-ups and 

one for stunts. McQueen, a seasoned racer, insisted on realism, 

pushing the cars to their limits. The Mustangôs 390-cubic-inch V8 

engine provided the muscle, while its fastback silhouette gave it a 

sleek, predatory look. Together, they created a cinematic presence that 

was both stylish and dangerous. 

Legacy on the Road 

The Bullitt Mustang didnôt fade into movie history ð it became a cultural touchstone. Ford has released 

several tribute editions (2001, 2008, 2019), each echoing the Highland Green paint and minimalist design. 

Collectors and enthusiasts see these models not just as cars, but as living pieces of film history. 

The original stunt Mustang vanished for decades before resurfacing in 2017. In 2020, it sold at auction for a 

staggering $3.74 million, cementing its status as one of the most valuable movie cars ever. 

Why It Endures 

¶ Authenticity: Real driving, real danger, no special effects. 

¶ Design: Sleek, muscular, and timeless. 

¶ Cultural Fusion: A perfect marriage of Hollywood glamour and American car culture. 

The Bullitt Mustang isnôt just a car ð itôs a symbol of rebellion, coolness, and cinematic grit. More than 50 

years later, it still revs the imagination of anyone who dreams of speed, freedom, and the open road.
